Example of refusals:

Refusal - Inadequate schoolin?: You do not meet the Ministere’s general admission
requirements and your education is not considered equivalent to the requirements of the
program.

Refusal- lack of available places : You were not admitted because the number of eligible
applicants exceeds the number of available places in this program.

Refusal - Inadequate grades for this program : Although you meet the Ministere's general
admission requirements, your grades are too low to be admitted in this program to this college.

Refusal - Insufficient prerequisites : You do not have the specific prerequisite(s) for the program
selected, or your grades for these prerequisites are too low.

Refusal — Unsatisfactory tests or interviews: During tests, inferviews or medical exams, you failed
to demonstrate the skills and qualities required for the program you have chosen.

Refusal - Program not available : Your file was to the college, but has not been evaluated
since the program you chose was not open to applicants tor this round, on this semester.

THE COLLEGE'S ANSWER

« Students will start getting answers about 4 to 5 weeks after the March 15t deadline. Since all
communication from the college will be with the student, it is important for them to verify
their email for the acceptance letter.
